Tenant Lead Law Notification

What lead paint forms must owners of rental homesige to new tenants?

Before renting a home built before 1978, the priypawner and the new tenant must sign two copiekisf
Tenant Lead Law Notification andTenant Certification Form, and the property owner must give the tenant
one of the signed copies to keep. If any of thiefahg forms exist for the unit, tenants must ddeogiven a

copy of them: lead inspection or risk assessnegrt, Letter of Compliance, or Letter of Intei@ontrol.

This form is for compliance with both Massachusetteind federal lead notification requirements.

What is lead poisoning and who is at risk of becomg lead poisoned?

Lead poisoning is a disease. It is most dangemushildren under six years old. It can cause paangharm
to young children’s brain, kidneys, nervous sysserd red blood cells. Even at low levels, lead itdoén’s
bodies can slow growth and cause learning and bmharoblems. Young children are more easily andano
seriously poisoned than others, but older childeth adults can become lead poisoned too. Lea@ inatly of
a pregnant woman can hurt her baby before birthcande problems with the pregnancy. Adults who imeco
lead poisoned can have problems having childreshcan have high blood pressure, stomach probleznge n
problems, memory problems and muscle and joint pain

How do children and adults become lead poisoned?

Lead is often found in paint on the inside andidatsf homes built before 1978. The lead painhesé homes
causes almost all lead poisoning in young childiér® main way children get lead poisoning is framal®wing
lead paint dust and chips. Lead is so harmfuléliah a small amount can poison a child. Lead paidér
layers of nonleaded paint can still poison childespecially when it is disturbed, such as thraugimal wear
and tear and home repair work.

Most lead poisoning is caused by children’s noroeddavior of putting their hands or other thingshieir
mouths. If their hands or these objects have talitdeed dust, this may add lead to their bodieshilcan also
get lead from other sources, such as soil and waiethese rarely cause lead poisoning by theraselhead
can be found in soil near old, lead-painted horfiehildren play in bare, leaded soil, or eat vedps or fruits
grown in such soll, or if leaded soil is tracketbithe home from outside and gets on children’sibam toys,
lead may enter their bodies. Most adult lead paigpis caused by adults breathing in or swallowasgl dust
at work, or, if they live in older homes with lepdint, through home repairs.

How can you find out if someone is lead poisoned?

Most people who are lead poisoned do not have pagial symptoms. The only way to find out if a dhor
adult is lead poisoned is to have his or her blested. Children in Massachusetts must be testedsitonce a
year from the time they are between nine monthsoaedyear old until they are four years old. Y ooctdr,
other health care provider or Board of Health cauthis. A lead poisoned child will need medicalecak home
with lead paint must beeleaded for a lead poisoned child to get well.



What kind of homes are more likely to have lead pait?

In 1978, the United States government banned ead fiouse paint. Lead paint can be found in atks$ypf
homes built before 1978: single-family and multifly; homes in cities, suburbs or the countrysptejate
housing or state or federal public housing. Themwlde home, the more likely it is to have leadpdihe older
the paint, the higher its lead content is likelo&o

Can regular home repairs cause lead poisoning?

There is a danger of lead poisoning any time paistefaces inside or outside the home are scraped f
repainting, or woodwork is stripped or removedwordows or walls are removed. This is because pxedt is
found in almost all Massachusetts homes built leet®78, and so many of Massachusetts’ homes are old
Special care must be taken whenever home repal igdone. No one should use power sanders, operefl
torches, or heat guns to remove lead paint, shesetmethods create a lot of lead dust and funsbsth&
owner of your home if a lead inspection has beereddhe inspection report will tell you which swda have
lead paint and need extra care in setting up fomirevork, doing the repairs, and cleaning up aféeds.
Temporarily move your family (especially childremdgpregnant women) out of the home while home repai
work is being done and cleaned up. If this is roEsible, tape up plastic sheets to completelyafetie area
where the work is going on. No one should do repaik in older homes without learning about safesvia
do the work to reduce the danger of lead dust. Hadslof cases of childhood and adult lead poisonappen
each year from home repair work.

What can you do to prevent lead poisoning?

» Talk to your child’s doctor about lead.

» Have your child tested for lead at least once a yetil he/she is four years old.

» Ask the owner if your home has bedsieaded or call the state Childhood Lead PoisoRiegention
Program (CLPPP) at 1-800-532-9571, or your locarBmf Health.

» Tell the owner if you have a new baby, or if a rehwd under six years old lives with you.

» If your home wasleleaded, but has peeling paint, tell and writeothieer. If he/she does not respond, call
CLPPP or your local Board of Health.

* Make sure only safe methods are used to paint ke megpairs to your home, and to clean up afterwards

» If your home has not beeteleaded, you can do some things to temporarilyceethe chances of your child
becoming lead poisoned. You can clean your hogndady with paper towels and any household detdrge
and warm water to wipe up dust and loose paintsciitpib hard to get rid of more lead. When you areed
put the dirty paper towels in a plastic bag andwhthem out. The areas to clean most often areamind
wells, sills, and floors. Wash your child’s handi&o (especially before eating or sleeping) andhwemsir
child’s toys, bottles and pacifiers often. Makeesyour child eats foods with lots of calcium arahirand
avoid foods and snacks that are high in fat. If ook your soil may have lead in it, have it telstdse a
door mat to help prevent dirt from getting into ybome. Cover bare leaded dirt by planting grass or
bushes, and use mats, bark mulch or other growetonder swings and slides. Plant gardens away fr
old homes, or in pots using new soil. Rememberptily way to permanently lower the risk of youilcth
getting lead poisoned is to have your hatekeaded if it contains lead paint.

How do you find out where lead paint hazards may be&x a home?

The only way to know for sure is to have a leagé@tsion or risk assessment done. The lead inspedtdest
the surfaces of your home and give the landlordyada written report that tells you where therie#sd in
amounts that are a hazard by state law. For inteointrol, a temporary way to have your home matkefsam
lead hazards, a risk assessor does a lead ingppti®a risk assessment. During a risk assessthent,



home is checked for the most serious lead hazatdsh must be fixed right away. The risk assessould/
give the landlord and you a written report of theaa with too much lead and the serious lead hazbead
inspectors and risk assessors have been traioedsdid by the Department of Public Health, and have
experience using the state-approved methods fiimdeer lead paint.

In Massachusetts, what must the owner of a home Hubefore 1978 do if a child under six years old Vies
there?

An owner of a home in Massachusetts built befof8Iiust have the home inspected for lead if a chitier
six years old lives there. If lead hazards amadh the home must lakeleaded or brought under interim control.
Only a licensedleleader may do high-rigleleading work, such as removing lead paint oriregechipping

and peeling leagaint.You can get a list of licensddleaders from the state Department of Labor and
Workforce DevelopmenDeleaders are trained to use safe methods to préparork, do theleleading, and
clean up. Either deleader, the owner or someone who works for theeowho is not a licensatéleader can
do certain othedeleading and interim control work. Owners and eoskmust have special training to perform
thedeleading tasks they may do. After the work is dd¢ime lead inspector or risk assessor checks time hide
or she may take dust samples to test for leadateeraure the home has been properly cleaned expenything

is fine, he or she gives the owner a Letter of C@npe or Letter of Interim Control. After gettirmge of these
letters, the owner must take care of the home aaiceraure there is no peeling paint.

What is a Letter of Compliance?

It is a legal letter under state law that sayseeithat there are no lead paint hazards or thdtdhee has been
deleaded. The letter is signed and dated by adéxklead inspector.

What is a Letter of Interim Control?

It is a legal letter under state law that says wa&essary to make the home temporarily safe fevous lead
hazards has been done. The letter is signed aed dgta licensed risk assessor. It is good foryeae, but can
be renewed for another year. The owner must fldlgad the home and get a Letter of Complianceddfe
end of the second year.
